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e Inspect for insects and diseases.
(This is the time of year they become active)

e Apply fresh mulch around trees and shrubs.
Lawns:

e  Turf Aeration.

Apply pre-emergent weed control over entire lawn.

e Apply post-emergent weed control as needed.
Fertilize grass, but make sure to water or you can burn your lawn.
Inspect for insects and diseases (this is the time of year they begin to be active).
Check for early for signs of damage ‘Hot Spots’.
Check for clogged sprinklers and begin to increase water.

Look for abnormalities in the lawn, treat as necessary.
(Weed & Feed fertilizers does both - kills weeds & feeds lawns)

Routine Maintenance:
e Mow, trim, and edge lawn areas as needed.
e Water when needed. (both under watering and over watering can create serious problems)
Softscapes (Planted Beds):
e Remove weeds, debris, etc. from planting areas.
Apply pre-emergent weed control.
Apply post-emergent weed control as needed.

Inspect for insects and disease.
(Aphids, Whitefly, Sooty mold, black spots, powdery mildew, Thirp)

e Look for abnormalities in plants.
(Curled leaves, sticky leaves, leaf drop, discoloration)

Treat promptly and as necessary — Ortho products work well with these common problems.

o After last frost and onset of spring, begin installation of flowers, annuals,
perennials, herbs, etc.

e Conditions for establishment become ideal as temperatures begin to rise.

e Apply fresh mulch to the planter beds (do not apply on flowers).

Routine Maintenance:

e Dead head flowers, weed by hand or spray Roundup for better control of weeds,
and continue to fertilize as necessary. ‘

e Apply snail bait to flowers such as Petunias & Marigolds otherwise the snails will
eat them.
