At the August Board meeting we discussed vinyl fences. The Board and the
Architectural Committee have been working to develop guidelines for installing vinyl
fences. We have agreed on most of the issues like size, height and style, but have
not been able to choose a color. We want the community to look nice and have
agreed that the best way to do this would be to allow only one color. Most houses
now have cedar wood fences with redwood or a dark stain. Unfortunately, in
California and some other western states, dark color vinyl does not hold up under
the sun and therefore is not approved for sale. Both groups have been meeting
with vendors and trying to come to a consensus on color. Hopefully, we can resolve
this by the next meeting.

Answer : There is a note on the sheet you sign authorizing your name in the
Community Directory. It states, “Inclusion in the Community Directory will
assure that you are informed of any emergency or sp  ecial meetings that the
Mountain View Association or Social Club will call. Without your inclusion in
the Directory you may not be notified. Of course,y  our private information is
for Association use only .” Only the Association, or persons authorized by the
Association, have the right to use the e-mail addresses kept by the Association.

Letters to the Editor Question _: Does anyone know how many pets a homeowner
is allowed to have? Answer : The CC&Rs, Section 2.6, ANIMAL REGULATIONS
states, “pets may not be kept in unreasonable quantities " and further defines
unreasonable quantities as “more than 2 . So, the simple answer is 2. It further
states “pets must be kept in an enclosed area or on a leash and each person
shall clean up their pets’ mess .

For information about the local area there are groups on Facebook to keep you up-
to-date on a real-time basis. If you join any of these groups just know there is a lot
of information, some of it may not necessarily be useful or wanted. Targeting
Moreno Valley: “Moreno Valley Matters” and “What's Going on in Moreno Valley.”

Sites are pretty good about
reporting roads closed due to accidents or police activity.

The Mountain View Homeowners Association held its
Board of Directors meeting on Wednesday, August 26, 2015

FINANCIAL SUMMARY :
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REVIEWED DELINQUENCY STATUS REPORT:

As of July 31, 2015, the Association reports a total of $6,358.32 in delinquent assessments. This value represents
an approximate 1.78% delinquency rate. The delinquency rate for June 30, 2015 was 1.64%.

BOARD ACTION:
Board authorized management to issue Liensto: 1  accounts.

Board approved Open Session minutes dated July 22, 2015; Meeting Minutes for Enforcement, ARC, Facilities,
Finance and Social Club. Board approved Open Session minutes dated August 5, 2015.

Board approved Artistic Maintenance Monthly Management Report.
Board tabled Community E-Mail Distribution list for further information.

Board approved HVAC maintenance proposal for the cleaning of evaporator section on all three(3) units;
replacing insulation of copper piping on all three(3) units; installing an extra air return in the clubhouse kitchen.
Proposal from BWR Heating and Cooling in the amount of $413.00.

Board did not approve BWR's proposal for a new thermostat in the fitness center.

Board approved the proposal from Vivopools for extra pool and spa maintenance in the amount of $1,901.00.
Vivopools will install a new shaft sell kit at Spa Circulation Pump; install (2) new feeder tubes and hose kit for
Acid Pumps; install (2) new feeder tubes and hose kit for Chlorine Pumps; install and secure 5 gallon Rola Chem
acid container; install and secure 15 gallon Rola Chem chlorine container; service pool and spa ORP; acid

probe and calibrate same.

Board approved the Organizational Guidelines and By-Laws of the Mountain View Facilities Committee.
Board tabled the construction of a horseshoe pit until the next budget meeting.

Board tabled a proposed rule change regarding the use of vinyl fencing in the community. The Board met with the
ARC on August 5th and August 12, 2015 to work toward a vinyl fencing decision.

Greetings Green Thumbers!

Well, we are nearly at the end of another long, hot
summer. September marks the beginning of the first
month of fall, at least on the calendar. The truth is
September is often the hottest month of the year and
we must continue to water our gardens without
earning a frown from the water department.

September is a busy month. There is much we can
do to prepare for cooler weather that is just around
the corner.

- Pine trees that are stressed by drought are
subject to Pine Bark Borers, a pest which can kill
the tree. Soak these trees deeply and check for
signs of stress or browning of needles and
excessive needle drop.

- Late September or early October are ideal times
to plant bulbs. Daffodils (Narcissus) are among
the most satisfying as they freely multiply and
bloom well with no attention other than winter
rain. Other choice bulbs are Muscari (Grape
Hyacinth), Freesia, Crocus, Ranunculus,
Cyclamen, and Lilies. Lilies must be planted right
away as these bulbs are never truly dormant.

- Tulips flower splendidly, but unlike daffodils, they
require refrigeration for a few weeks to produce
quality flowers. Store in the vegetable crisper and
plant them around Thanksgiving Day.

- Bulbs look extra cheerful if their beds are planted
with low growing annuals such as Sweet
Alyssum, Lobelia, or Violas.

- You may still add tropical plants such as
Bougainvillea, Hibiscus, or Banana. Tropicals
should be pruned and will continue to grow
through winter. In the spring they will be large and
vigorous and ready to bloom again.

- Divide Irises and disbud Camellias to enable them
to produce larger, showier blooms in late winter
and spring.

- Start Sweet Pea seeds later this month. Choose
varieties which bloom during short day lengths,
such as "Elegance," "Old Spice," or "Royal."

- This is the time to ready your garden for a winter
vegetable bed. In Southern California, we can

grow more vegetable kinds in winter than in
summer. Generally speaking, if it is grown for its
leaves or roots, plant it in fall. This includes
lettuce, carrots, radishes, potatoes, and even
peas which are grown for their fruits.

- This is the last month in which we need to mow
lawns higher than usual to shade the roots.

- This is a good time to start a compost pile. There
are many good looking and sturdy bins marketed
for this purpose.

- Grasshoppers will continue to plague us this
month. As they are migratory they are difficult to
control. There are products that can infect them
with disease and baits that attract and kill them.
Look for "Nolo," and "Semaspore" products.

Stay cool and happy gardening!

Vegetable Pork Chop Dinner

Y pound carrots julienned or thinly sliced
Y medium onion, sliced

Y, cup raisins

1 % TBS olive oil

4 pork chops

1/8 tsp salt

1/8 tsp pepper

Sprinkle/dash paprika

Layer carrots, onions and raisins in a baking dish.

Drizzle with olive oil.

Cover and bake at 325* for 15 minutes.

Sprinkle pork shops with salt, pepper and paprika;
place over vegetables.

Cover and bake 30 minutes more.

Uncover and bake 20 minutes longer or until pork
chop juices run clear.
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
